· Document your Assessment/Plan -- write it up as if you are doing so PRIOR to the return any test results. We wish to see your reasoning regarding diagnostic choices made. 
· Document your Differential Diagnosis – this should include possibilities likely and less likely. Explain why certain items are more or less likely than others. 

· In ED course, briefly summarize interventions and patient response/change (eg orthopedic reduction with outcome). Document any conversations you had with admitting and consulting physicians. 
Your chart should tell the story of your patient—we should be able to understand their full history, what brought them into the Emergency Department, what happened while in the ED, and what the plan (disposition) was for the patient—whether they were admitted, discharged, etc.  

While in the ED, please choose the option for “student” under the category “emergency medicine” and do NOT designate a co-signer.
